TONE 

We don’t want our 

voices to sound weak so 

warming up is really          

important! 

Using wide vowels and opening 

our mouth when singing will 

create a clear and rich tone.  

It is important not to 

sing through our noses 

and get our breathing 

correct to stop nasally 

tones.  

Make sure the words 

you sing are clear! 

Melody: Notes of different pitches played in a sequence to create a tune. 

Rhythm: A pattern of long and short sounds.
